Meeting opened at 9:03 am Saturday, September 16.
Budget discussion:
1. Budget detail was explained by Irene Burke.

2. Question asked regarding whether records of main-
tenance and repairs was kept. The board confirmed
that proper records were kept.

3. Question asked regarding how much money was
spent on the propane to heat the pool. The Board re-
ported approximately $3,200.00 of the propane costs
for the current year was for the pool heating.

4. It was asked how much money has been spent on
the Conrad Pederson Lawsuit defense. Irene reported
that the bookkeeper hasn't broken out the Attorney
fees. Members of the board requested the Treasurer to
instruct the bookkeeping service to have these figures
available by the October Board Mesting.

Budget approval voted on & passed unanimously.

5. Board election votes counted, newly elected Board
Member was Bob Swenson. Re-elected were Dave
Anderson, & Kris Johnson.

6. Annual meeting adjourned at 9:15 AM
Un-approved Minutes

1.The meeting of the Board of Trustees of Sky Mead-
ows Ranch & Country Club was held in the Cabana.
A quorum was present and the meeting opened at
9:15A.M.

3.Board Members Absent : Bill Ring
4.Presidents Remarks: None

5. Minutes of Previous M eeting

Motion Anderson /Tedeschi to approve. Unanimous.
6. Members Input

A) A member expressed concern about hearing of
break ins and would like to be informed of such oc-
currences in some fashion so that people can be on
the aert. It was discussed and there is no efficient
way to be informed of every incident and members
discussed that we should always be vigilant.

B) There was discussion regarding gating the road.
The fact that the roads are dedicated public roads was
mentioned as a deterrent to ability to gate the roads.
C) Dalereported that he is looking into camera secu-
rity systems.

D) A member asked about rules of people camping in
the parking area. Harold reported that he gives per-
mission to campers who are guests of members. It
was asked that the caretaker enforce the noise cove-
nant. It was suggested that campers be charged.

E) Trucks and trailers parking in the parking lot was
mentioned. It was reported that Harold is checking to
make sure that they are members with the proper
passes on the vehicles.

F) A member asked if solar panels have been consid-
ered to heat the pool. The board reported that yes, it
has been investigated and the company which con-
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sulted reported that it would take more roof areathan
isavailable. It was also stated that the system which
was previous investigated would have to be removed
each year because the snow load could harm the pan-
els. Harold will check with another contractor regard-
ing the viability of solar panels.

G) Another Question asked regarding burglary incident
awareness. A member volunteered to put ared flag at
the reader board to notify members to check the bulle-
tin board regarding any urgent information.

H) A member requested garbage be crushed at least
once weekly. Harold reported he crushes it several
times weekly, and often times daily.

) It was mentioned that Thornton Creek ownersre-
ceived a garbage assessment in their invoice. It was
reported that the ownersin Thornton Creek who aso
own lotsin Sky Meadows are only assessed one fee as
are all other owners of more than one lot.

7. Caretaker’sReport

A) Harold asked that all owners be aware of where
their lot lines and right of ways are before making im-
provements. He reported that the board has been asked
to look into a situation where aretaining wall and
driveway was built into the road right of way and the
recreational trail easement.

1. Dave reported that he will pursue the matter
and contact the county regarding the violation.
B) Harold reported that the well driller stopped at 200
feet because they found ten to twelve gallons per min-
ute at that depth. He reported that he and Irene made
the decision to have the driller stop. There was concern
expressed by board members regarding the direction
not being per the boards decision. The driller was hired
to drill deep and the driller was stopped at the same
level asthe other well in the same area that didn’t hold
the same level as tested at the time the wells were
drilled.
C) Harold reported that it is possible that the screensin
some of our other wells may be plugged and obstruct-
ing the flow. Dale offered to research regarding con-
tractorsfor the possible refurbishing of existing wells
and analyzing whether it is a viable option.
D) Diane reported that a surplus 25,000 gallon fiber-
glass tank was located and is being purchased for $500
plus shipping.
E) Harold is working with contractors for the installa-
tion of the tank and hooking up the new well.
F) Harold asked that stickers be posted in windows of
all vehicles. They are available from the caretakers
office. Lot owners are only allowed three vehicle stick-
ers.

G) All guests must have guest passes posted. Lot own-
ers must be present for guests to be parked in the lots.
H) Phone numbers of lot owners must be made avail-
able to the caretaker in case of emergency.

1) No more water meters will be installed after
October 1.

J) Pool heater replacement should occur by next week
at acost of $1,600 plus $200.00 installation. Thisisa
savings of several thousand dollars becauseit isbeing
donated by alot owner who works for a pool company.
Thank you Rick Atha.

K) The Web siteis down currently due to a computer
problem.

8. Correspondence

A) A Member wrote aletter regarding owners using
water to wash vehicles. Thereis non potable water
available at the south side of the lodge for the purpose
of washing vehicles and other non-household use.

9. Treasurers Report

A) There are currently $4,819 in outstanding dues,
down from over $20,000.00 earlier in the year.

8277 made Locati/Munson. Approved Unanimous

10) Water Report

A) Bill Ring will be back at the next meeting.

B) Dale reported that he has located a company who
may be interested in installing water lines from Rodeo
road to the upper tank. This project would allow for
the chlorination system to work better by increasing
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the volume of water in the tank as it needs to have more
contact time in the tank to become properly treated. The
goal isto have this project done in the spring.

11. Roads and Parking Report

A) A road policy is being worked on by Dave Anderson,
Baob Swenson and John Tedeschi. They will have a pro-
posal at the next meeting.

B) Culvert survey has been started by Dale DeGour. He has
comprised arating system. Dale will complete his study
and make recommendations for apolicy. It is the home-
owners responsibility to dig out around their culverts and
keep them in working order.

12. Buildings & Grounds Report

A) Bunkhouse deposits have increased substantially.

B) Any malfunctioning devisesin the bunkhouses and
lodge should not be tampered with. The caretaker must be
contacted if thereis a problem.

13. Architectural Report

A) All members must contact the Board before any con-
struction, including driveways begins. The architectural
design must be approved.

B) An owner reported that construction problems exist re-
garding individuals not knowing where the property lines
are. Two trees were cut on his property in error. He asked
that the Architectural approval form be amended to request
that all owners notify their neighbors regarding proposed
projects.

Remove dead or overhanging branches.

Remove leaf/pine needles from your yard.(Rake up and dispose of each year).

Remove leaf/pine needles from roof and gutters.

Remove “ladder fuels’. Prune tree l[imbs so that the lowest branch is 6 —10 feet from the ground.
Removetall dry grasses.

Check your generator and/or hose to be sure that it isin good repair. Refuel garden equipment carefully.( Away from
dry grasses).

Prune bushes and shrubs regularly. Dispose of debris accordingly. If aburn ban is on, hire someone to haul it away.

FIRE SAFETY TIPS

Fall has arrived and winter is just around the corner. The fire danger from our dry Summer is lessening. It is still

important to pay attention to the reader board fire level posting as you drive by the lodge. Asthe nights get colder more

of uswill be stoking up the fireplace. Don't over-look chimney maintenance. Chimney fires are the result of poor main-

tenance and can have a devastating result. If you happen to be unfortunate and have a chimney fire, saturate aroll of toi-

let paper and put it in the fireplace. The moisture will help extinguish the fire.

Thisfall we have plenty of grooming trail preparation to accomplish. The Shadow Creek route requires usto
brush about 4 miles of the road, clear the slide material well enough for the groomer to pass over, build a bridge over
Shadow Creek, remove berms and fabricate and install 2 gates, 1 on each side of the slide. The gates will be open during
the winter months, December - March (in the future we hope to work with the state departments to finish clearing the
slide and open these gates permanently). These tasks have to be done wide enough and in the case of the bridge strong
enough for the 14 foot wide groomer to pass. DNR engineering has designed the gates for us and Denny is busy fabricat-
ing them. We hope to have the gate posts set in ecology blocks by Ellensburg Concrete. We will then bury the blocks/
gate posts. DNR engineering has also designed the bridge and is supplying the timbers. Norm Cook has volunteered to
haul Denny’ s 955 dozer to and from the work site and we have a couple of small backhoes volunteered as necessary to
dig gate post holes.

The other big project we need to addressis the route to Easton from the Woods & Steel Road. Several areas of
this route need general brushing, but the biggest part of the project is clearing a shortcut about a quarter mile in length
through the Forest Service land. Some of you know from last year that development is occurring along the Forest Ser-
vice road and last year the devel oper plowed the road that is suppose to be closed during the winter months. Thisisthe
road that we groom and ride. Denny has been in negotiations the past year with the developer and our local Forest Ser-
vice Ranger to develop awin/win plan for all. The developer offered to build a dedicated grooming trail through the de-
velopment in exchange for Forest Service authorization to plow the road during the winter months. In addition afew
weeks ago we received authorization from the Forest Service to create a shortcut route through the woods to connect
with the new trail the developer is building. The stipulation iswe must hand clear this shortcut. Chain saws ok, but no
heavy equipment.

So, all you enthusiast we need your energy. Work parties are planned for every Saturday beginning September
30" and | asting through October or until finished. There will not be awork party however, on October 21. That isthe
weekend of the Snow Expo.
