Un-Approved Minutes

1.Present: Joyce Munson, Irene Burke, Dale DeGour,
Kris Johnson.

2.Absent: Bob Swenson, Steve Locati, Dave Ander-
son, John Tedeschi, Bill Ring.

3.President Remarks: Irene Burke is Acting Presi-
dent. There is no quorum so no motions can be made.
The President position can not be voted on until a
guorum is present. There was an expectation from
Board members emails that the meeting would have
aquorum today but that didn’t happen.

The attorney for the Conrad Pederson vs. Sky Mead-
ows lawsuit has been changed due to the professional
liability insurance company’s requirement. The new
attorney is from the firm of Lee Smart in Seattle. The
insurance company only uses that firm for defense of
casesin this state.

4.Membersinput #1

A) A member wanted to know the amount spent on
the Conrad Pederson lawsuit. Joyce hasn’t received
the latest total from the attorneysin Ellensburg but
should have the final answer next meeting because
they are off the case as of thisweek.

B) A member wanted to know why the Board is hav-
ing this lawsuit over snowplowing. The Board didn’t
initiate this suit. Pederson is suing Sky Meadows. He
wants to plow his road.

C) A member wanted to know why the water bills
don’'t show the meter readings. The readings are not
put on the bills to minimize the billable hours the
bookkeeper needs to prepare of the bills. Therewasa

plan made to add the meter readings to the bills using
volunteers after the bookkeeper finishesthe bills.

5. Caretaker Report

A) Thereisarumor that Harold was paid for hauling
ecology blocksto amember’s property. Harold did
not receive any money. The work was donein ex-
change for the ecology blocks to make the gravel and
sand bins beside the tack shed. He worked for 1 %2
days on the project. The full day was his day off. He
donated that time for Sky Meadows.

B) The pool heater has been installed and it runs. Itis
anew heater with awarranty. The cost was less than
$1900 with installation. That is about half the local
company estimate. Thanksto Rick Atha.

C) Members need to get parking stickers from the
caretaker. If the sticker isold without a number it
needs to be replaced.

D) Two new propane heaters for the bunkhouse are
on order. They cost $600 each and are more user
friendly. People using the bunkhouse have broken the
other ones.

E) Thanks to those who split firewood for the Lodge
on 10/8. The wood shed isfull for the winter. There
were 16 for lunch. Rick & Irene Burke cooked.

F) Harold needs input from the Road Chairman as to
what he wants to do for any road maintenance or pro-
jects.

G) Thanksto people who have donated gravel to
roads and to those who use their tractors to do work
around Sky Meadows.

H) A member requested gravel be put in the middle
parking lot because it gets extremely muddy. Harold
said the direction he had been given in the past by the
Road Chairman was to put no gravel in the parking
lots.

H) The time for marking the parking area for winter
trailer parking is here. Last year Dave Chambers and
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Harold worked out a system that was more acceptable
previous methods. Harold would like that help again.
I) The Sky Meadows snowmobile needs replacing.
Thisisthe one Harold uses during the winter. It needs
to be atwo up machine, approx. 4-500 cc and air
cooled.

J) Thanks to Betty Nance & Esther Ballard for updat-
ing names on the map at the L odge.

K) The new well is almost ready to go online. Harold
expectsit to go on next month. Testing the water is
the hold up. Bacteriatests haven't passed twice which
is not unusual for new construction. He has other re-
quired tests to do on Monday.

L) Thanksto Vern Wood, Ralph Munson, Rick &
Irene Burke for doing the water run on Harold' s days
off. Krisand Bob Johnson have been missed.

M) The tank in the meadow will have some protective
bales of hay and orange net placed around it and the
wells. Ryan Kolodejcheck has volunteered to use his
equipment to help move the tank in the spring. We
will still have to hire two boom trucks to lift it onto the
trailer and lift it off at the site.

6. Correspondences

A)Marilyn Furman wrote asking for an extension on
her water upgrade. She had submitted the required
documents to the County but had not received her sep-
tic permit by October 1. No decisions can be made
without a quorum but the Board has been saying in
past meetings that no extensions would be given.

B) There was along letter contesting billing on alot
that changed owners. A letter explaining the billing
has been sent.

7.Treasurer’'sreport

A) Sky Meadows checks to pay bills need to be sent
now. Approval for the checks 8278-8280/8287-8315
will be put off until the next meeting.

B) Thetitle of the Van Kirk property, Div 11V lot 25, is
being transferred to Sky Meadows. The property was
foreclosed and the one year waiting period has passed.
C) Community utility costs for the last fiscal year were
reported with the year end profit & loss statement.
Cost for propane = $10,700, pool electric = $1,187,
and general electric = $7,600, for atotal of $19,487
from Oct 05 through Sept.06.

8.Water report The Water chairman, Bill Ring was
absent.

A) Progress on moving the new tank from the
meadow to the permanent site requires engineering
work on lot 53. Preliminary plans were made in 1999
for two large storage tanks beside the well on lot 53.
Those plans will be shared with the engineer from
Washington Rural Water who has agreed to work on
the project.

9. Roads & Parking report The Roads & Parking
Chairman, John Tedeschi was absent.

A) There were reports of four different property own-
ers extending into the road easement. Lettersfrom the
Board need to be written to document objection to
these infractions. Two problems are on Horse Heaven
Road. One owner has placed blocks out on the ease-
ment and one is excavating out into the easement. An-
other ison Skull Springs Road where the property
owner has pushed dirt into the easement for adrive-
way. The fourth problem ison Two Springs Road
where adriveway has extended onto the easement.

10. Building & Grounds

A) There was a deposit this week of $450 from bunk-
house rentals. The bunkhouse account will be used to
pay for the new heaters and the replacement energy
efficient windows for the bunkhouse.

11. Fire & Safety

A)Dale has been pricing equipment to add to the siren
warning system so that it can be heard al over Sky
Meadows. Siren transmitter $92.00 receiver $88.00
plusatimer & sirenwill be needed. Hewould liketo
place the additional siren up by the Taneum tank. He
needs to contact the property owner about tapping
into existing electricity. We would keep the existing
siren near the Lodge for the lower part of Sky Mead-
OWS.

12. Activities

A) Eileen Polanski reported that two events coming
up.

1) A pancake breakfast Thanksgiving week-
end, Sunday, November 26", 8:30 to 10:30 AM in the
Lodge.

2) A Christmas party on Saturday, December
16" with an all dessert potluck, and an expected visit
by Santa. Parents should bring an under $10 wrapped
gift for their children.

3) The Sky Riders are requested to make a
donation for the use of the Cabanain the winter to
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cover the cost of heating it, $25 was suggested.

4) We need an Activity Chairperson because
Eileen isleaving in January.

13. Old Business

A) Revision of Covenants Committee members said they

couldn’t work n the project until after Thanksgiving. Is

there anyone else that would like to work on this commit-

tee?

B) Continuing Employment incentive for Harold & Diane

needs to move forward. It has been discussed for 18

months without resolution. The change of lot hasto be

voted on by the Board. It was OK until the lot changed.
1) Theplanisto sell alot over aten year period as
abonus. SM doesn’'t haveto pay in cash. The
price is $25,000 or $2,500 per year. The owner
ship increases 10% each year. The dues, etc.
would be paid according to the percentage of own-
ership. SM would pay the taxes, about $120.
2)Thelot originally chosen was Division 2 lot 52.
It was found to have awell circle that included
most of the flat area and there was a cloud on the
title. The next planisDivision 1C lot 1 at the end
of Aspen Springs. The market analysis showed the
value at $25,000. Thetax valueisalittle lessthan
thefirst lot.
3) It was noted to be awell site at onetime. There
isawetland on part of the lot. There were cost &
risks that made it a poor well site. Therisk of drill-
ing awell and then having to abandon it due to sur-
face water contamination which couldn’t be deter
mined without a $25-50,000 investment in drilling
and then distance to connect awell to the existing
system would cost add another $50-100,000 for
pipe etc. Previous Boards made those findings.
4)The lot came to be owned by SM inaquit claim
deed aong with 24 other lots from the devel oper.
All the other lots were sold by the Board without a
vote of the membership. The Board has the power
in the By Laws and in the Articles of Incorporation
to sell alot.
5) The Board has sold a lot to a caretaker in the
past. It was acash sale. Thissaleispart of an em-
ployment agreement which givesit some risk for
the future. If Harold & Diane terminate for any
reason they could purchase the remaining percent-
age of thelot but the value would be determined at
that time. If they didn’t buy it then it would be
sold and they would receive the percentage they
had earned. The purposeis an incentive for them
to stay employed by SM.

C) Progress on an easement for the Sawmill tank on
Anton Cebe'slot isin Steve Locati’ s hands. He has
been talking to an attorney about it. Cebeis planning
to sell the lot but heiswilling to give the easement SM
so there is access until the new tank isin full operations
from Div Il lot 53.

14. New Business

A) Volunteers are needed for an audit. The last one
was done late for the 2004-5 year. Each year and au-
dit isto be done around the end of the fiscal year.

B) There was a member concerned about the way
taxes are paid for Harold & Dian€'s compensation,
specifically the lodging and utilities. The tax account-
ant reviewed the employment contract and told us we
were calculating the tax appropriately.

C) A member complained about not being ableto
walk his dog in the small meadow due to the electric
fence. Krissaid the fence has not been electrified for
years. Theareais available for any members who
would like to use it for their horses. Walking the dog
in that area should not be dangerous for the dog or
owner.

15. Member concern #2

A) The fax machine in the office is not working. The
phone line has so much static noise that it is not use-
able. Joyce has called the phone company twice and
will follow up on the problem. The fax number that is
working is Harold & Diane'sline. 509 674 7391 but
you have call them first so they don’t answer.

Water System Project Status

Our water system is always atopic of discussion with many and certainly controls the amount of devel-
opment that can occur within Sky Meadows. A comprehensive plan for future yearsisin work and will take a
while to complete beforeit isready for your review. There are actions of that plan occurring so we thought
we' d provide you with some status on a couple of them.

A couple of wellsin the lower meadow are not producing to the level they did originally. It is possible
they need maintenance filter cleaning and that action is under investigation. We have no completion date yet.

In August we drilled a new well in the lower meadow. Thiswell is recording good output. Harold has
been going through the process to bring thiswell on line with our system. He is currently performing the re-
quired tests. It is expected that thiswill occur next month. Y ou can read more about thisin the Caretakers' re-
port in the minutes.

If you have driven to Sky Meadows within the last month you have seen the large 18,000 gallon water
tank in the meadow. Thistank is areplacement for the much smaller 5,000 gallon tank that services the Saw-
mill area of the development. The old and small tank has been in need of replacement for some time. We were
ableto locate the larger tank at a significant discount but had to overcome transportation issues to get it deliv-
ered. However through diligence of afew people our transportation costs were minimal. Bottom line we saved
a bunch of money. We ask for your indulgence while we prepare the site for the tank installation. We had to
move quickly to obtain the tank and at this point have not established a date for the tank to move from the
meadow to itsinstallation place. The engineering work needs to be completed and is not expected to be fin-
ished for installation to occur before snowfall. What that meansis most likely the tank will rest whereit lies
until spring. Thereisalot of activity in the meadow during the winter and the road up the hill to the lodge gets
quiteicy at times so please be aware of the tank and take appropriate measures to assure everyone's safety.

We will keep you up to date with progress on these actions and others as well as share the longer range
plan when it is available.

We've had great participation this year to get trails ready for grooming and
riding this winter. Much has been accomplished and thereis still some work left to go.
Hereis an update. The Shadow Creek route isjust about done and by this reading may
be complete. All 6 miles of the road have been brushed, the slide material has been re-
moved well enough for the groomer to pass over, a bridge over Shadow Creek was
built, berms have been removed and gates fabricated and installed each side of the slide
area. The gates will be open during the winter months, December - March (in the future
we hope to work with the state departments to finish clearing the slide and open these
gates permanently). All in all avery successful working together project between us,
Fish and Wildlife, DNR, Upper Kittitas Co. businesses and Chamber and the peoples
State Representation. (pictured on left) Our groomer, Denny, expended alot of time and
money on this project. We owe him big time.

Asyou ride toward Easton you'll notice a nice change when you get to Tucker
Creek. Sky Riders club solicited assistance from the Cascade Drift Skippers, SnoMads
and Sno-Mo-Vaders clubs to perform the trail cleanup and brushing along with supply-
ing materials and building a bridge over Tucker Creek. They have completed the job
and it looks great. If you know any of the folks involved please thank them. Y ou no
longer have to ride through the creek to go to Easton and you now have a choice after
the creek to continue to Easton or hang to the left and ride over the mountain to the
Cabin Creek area and Easton Reload Sno-Park. From there you can connect up to the |-
90 / Stampede Pass grooming system by taking the new Cole Creek trail these clubs
have also been working on.

The project we need to address yet is the route to Easton from the Woods &
Steel Road to Big Creek. We were hoping to get a bridge built over this creek also, but
it seems that will have to wait for now. There are several areas of this route that need
general brushing, but the biggest part of the project is clearing a shortcut about a quarter
milein length through the Forest Service land. Some of you know from last year that
development is occurring along the Forest Service road and last year the devel oper
plowed the road that is suppose to be closed during the winter months and is groomed
for our riding. Denny negotiated with the devel oper and our local Forest Service Ranger
to develop awin/win plan for all. The developer offered to build a dedicated grooming
trail through the development in exchange for Forest Service authorization to plow the
road during the winter months. We in turn received authorization from the Forest Ser-
vice to create a shortcut route through the woods to connect with the new trail the devel-
oper isbuilding. The stipulation iswe must hand clear this shortcut. Chain saws ok, but
no heavy equipment. We expect to begin clearing this area Saturday November 4.

Gather at the upper parking lot at 8:00 Saturday, Nov. 4
Bring lunch, snacks and plenty of liquid (non alcoholic)
Gloves and appropriate clothing
If you have any of these items please bring pruner loppers, hand limbing saw /
small chain saw and oil & fuel
We will drive/carpool to the work areas.
