The meeting of the Board of Trustees of Sky
Meadows Ranch & Country Club was held in
the cabana. A quorum was present and the
meeting opened at 9:05am.

3.Presidents Remarks

1) Irene voiced her appreciation to be voted as
president.

2) Irene announced that Bob Swenson has been
elected as VP.

3) Announced that there is a board position open.
4) The Conrad Pederson lawsuit court date has
been continued from Dec. 19 to April. An injunc-
tion was entered to stop any plowing until trial
date.

4.Minutes

1) Motion to approve September minutes, John-
son/ Munson. Approved.

2) October meeting notes were taken as a quorum
wasn't present they can’t be entered as minutes.

5.Members | nput

1) Member suggested for safety reasons that bet-
ter lighting is needed at the cement walkway and
steps to the lodge.

2) Suggestion made to have solar power for bet-
ter lighting. Action taken by Bob Swenson to in-
vestigate.

6. Caretaker’s Report

1) Pool rules are changing (from the State) that
will mandate some upgrades. Harold is reviewing
and will report at the next meeting the approxi-
mate costs of necessary upgrades. The State rules
now mandate that no alcohol, glass and food be
allowed in pool area.

2) Reminder that each member only can have 3
vehicle parking passes per tenancy, regardless of
how many lots they own. Members must show
registration to prove ownership of vehicleto ob-
tain passes. Guest Parking Passes can be obtained
from the caretakers.

3) Harold has received complaints regarding use
of right of way, or materials within right of way
for excavation. Any use of right of way, new or
expanded connections must be approved.

4) The new well ison line. It has been pumping
about 10 gallons per minute thus far. Harold is
hoping that the well will maintain along term
capacity of at least 7 gallons per minute.

5) It will be next spring before screen removal
can be doneto try and increase the capacity of
existing wells.

8. Treasurers Report

1) Sheriff deed was recorded.

2) Conrad Pederson lawsuit has cost approx.
$3,182 to date.

3) Check # s 8281, 83168 8326-8346 were pre-
sented for approval, motion Swenson/ Tedeschi;
approved.

9. Water Report

1) New water tank status: a contractor is being
contacted to prepare site for tank.

2) Denial letters will be sent to members who
have applied and are not issued due to lack of wa-
ter.

3) Bob Swenson reported that there is a water pol-
icy update being worked on that clarifies therules
and changes made by previous resolutions.

4) The proposed water upgrade policy was pre-
pared for consideration by the board for further
input before consideration for passage. It isthe
goal to have a clear and concise Policy available
to members.

5) The connection feeis currently $300. The water
fund is costing more than that. The meter cost is
not even covered. Member input was given that
the connection fee should be higher “ It was sug-
gested that there be a graduated scale asto type of
service.” Bob will make additions to Water Ser-
vice Upgrade Policy for proposal at next meeting.
6) Bob reported that Harold has been asked to
give more local individuals aworking knowledge
of the system in case of emergency.

7) Bob and Irene reported that we are working on
along term water system plan for more capacity,
upgrade of system and other infrastructure propos-
asfor the future.

8) Steve reported that the easement for the exist-
ing water tank on private property has been pre-

pared & the owner will be contacted for execution.
10.Roads & Parking Report

1) John reported that the recent gravelling which
was done is a stop gap measure while we are
working on the long term road plan.

2) John suggested that we put together a Compre-
hensive Road Plan. There has been alot of effort
put in documenting the amount (length), approxi-
mate width and categorization of the existing
roads. Thereisa current draft proposal of along
term road plan which was shared with the board &
members present. (Thisisincluded on page 6).

3) Member suggested consideration of a special
assessment for roads.

4) Member suggested that special consideration be
made to ditches and culverts. Dale reported a cul-
vert study is being made.

5) John reported that right of way encroachments
are being addressed on an individual bases.

6) Motion was made to abolish the current road
deposit and refund policy and address a New Pol-
icy as part of the road plan going forward.
Swenson/Tedeschi, passed unanimously. The cur-
rent policy of trying to collect, hold and refund
money has not been effective.

11. Buildings & Grounds Report

1) Krisreported $428, deposit for last month and a
balance of 4,638.77 in the bunkhouse fund.

2) Straw bales were purchased for the protection
of new tank being stored in meadow.

12. Architectural Report

1) Dave reported he isinvestigating work being
done without approval.

14. Fire Safety

1) Dale reported that he has a monitor, time laps re-
corder available and would like the board to consider
purchasing cameras for security at the entrance. Dale
is donating the other peripherals.

2) Daleisworking on awireless alert system to place
higher on the mountain to broaden the current alert
system.

15. Old Business

1) Caretaker continuing employment incentive con-
tract. Irene explained a continuing employment incen-
tive beginning in 2000 that was intended to encourage
the caretakers to stay for five years, at the end of
which time an annual incentive of $2,500, would be
paid for each additional year of service. The term of 5
years ended in 2005. Thereis a proposal to sell the
Caretakers a parcel of land (and credit each year of
service the incentive amount).

2) There was much discussion regarding the lot being
apotential well site, the complication, of a contract of
this nature and the management of the contract.

3) Members demanded that this contract be put to a
vote of the membership.

4) Motion that the sale of any lot to contract be kept
separate of the incentive contract. L ocati/ Swenson
Failed 3to 4.

5) Motion: Any sale of property to the caretaker be
given to the vote of the members based on a Simple
majority of return votes. Locati/Swenson, vote failed
3to4.

6) Motion: We sell Lot 1C, division 1, to the caretak-
ers for the 2005 estimated market value of 25k, sepa-
rate from their incentive contract, subject to approval
of the vote of the participating members based on a
simple majority who return ballots. L ocati/Swenson.
Votefaled 3to 4

7) Motion: Anderson/ Tedeschi to table for farther dis-
cussion, Passed.

8) Motion: Swenson /Anderson to authorize Steve Lo-

cati as Secretary to execute Sawmill Tank ease-
ment for the association. Approved unanimously.
9) Trent Ely volunteered to serve on the board.
Swenson / Locati nominated and second. Trent Ely
unanimously elected.

Our roads are in very poor condition, especially the main feeder roads. A draft plan has been prepared for review. We
would like to know if you feel the 3 priority approach and funding levels are satisfactory with the membership?Thisis
not an aggressive plan and represents what is considered to be minimum regquirements. The basis for determining the
plan and cost is noted. The current budget for roads is $10,000 and this plan represents an increase to $23,755. Ap-
proaches of funding are in work and are expected to be discussed at the next meeting.
