2) A Plan was submitted for expansion of parking
areasincluding grading of alot, which isthe area
directly above the lower lot, for parking of small
open trailers. Thiswould free up approximately 20
spacesin the lower lot. Theinitial phase of the
proposal also included the development of parking
on the southwest side of Fawn Road for 10 to 12
vehicles. The proposal provided for additional
parking of up to 40 vehiclesin one spot on the
southwest side of Fawn Road and approximately
80 spaces on the north side of Fawn Road as
needed. The proposal also calls for snow plowing
of Fawn Road as it passes through the lower
meadow to the parking areas and to the beginning
of members' private properties. Board members
concurred that the amount of work needing to be
done to satisfy this proposal was minimal expense
and it would yield significant additional parking.

Members still desiring or needing
to snowmobile on Fawn Road can still do so via
the community meadow areato connect to the re-
maining portion of Fawn Road that is not plowed.

A) Motion Svenson/Locati to implement
the 2007 parking plan as described and laid out
by the Roads Chairman. This plan calls for a
parking areas to be established immediately above
the lower parking lot and at the edge of the com-
mon grounds on Fawn Road. Show removal of
Fawn Road through the meadow area would oc-
cur in the winter similar to the snow removal that
Is conducted on the Cassasa entrance road. This
plan will net approximately 32 additional spaces.
Showmobilers on Fawn road would use the
meadow areas for access to their properties be-
yond the snow removal area.

This plan allows a few ownersto drive to their prop-
erty during the winter months. Passed.

It will
provide added beauty and a sense of security to our community with partial fenc-
ing at the lower road entrance and the addition of alargelog arch. The planisa 26
foot wide and 18 foot high large diameter log entrance similar to the one in the photo
without diagonal braces. The legal height limit is 14 feet on our state roadways. By
providing an 18 foot high inside dimension we are allowing for oversized loads. The
entrance arch would be placed approximately 150 feet up from the mailboxes. Four
rail fencing such asthat around the upper meadow would run from the arch to the
mailbox area on both sides of the drive. A gate area would be established on each side
of the drive for entrance into the lower parking and lower meadow. I mprovements
such as this have a compounding affect on the value and security of the investment
you have already made in your properties. To date we have raised $6675 in pledges.
We have a bid in the amount of $16,800 for the project and are investigating other
options that may be less costly.

The Association has no funding for this project. There are till alot of you
we have not heard from, so please give some extra thought to joining your friends and
neighbors and pledge whatever level of support you can. We have donations from
$1,000 down to $50. Whatever you can do will make this project areality. Asthe
old saying goes, “aload shared isno load at all”. We are not asking for money at this
time, but do need to know at what level you will support.
