1) Trent has finished compiling all the data so we have
asolid understanding of how much water we have
allocated out vs. production level and usage.

2) The water readings are done. A question was made
about the billing of the owners on Corral Road. Their
meters are underwater in the spring and therefore
aren’t read 2 times ayear. Consideration will be taken
into account when figuring the water usage fees.

1) Harold and Bob spoke with Bob Banister, the owner of
Roadtek Company, about applying an asphalt dust control
product on our roads. The past severa years we have used
a pulp liquor product and been quite dissatisfied with the
results. We received a bid for the areas recently graveled
per our road plan. The cost of the product starts at 6.5 cents
a square foot and reduces to 5.5 cents if enough product is
applied. This product builds up a road base a the same
time it controls the dust. It is messy for a few days. Clean-
ing information is published in the Newsletter. Where pos-
sible it is best to stay off the roads for 2 days. The main
road will be done half at a time. The roads receiving the
treatment will be graded prior to treating. The road servic-
ing plan is to continue to progress over our road system
with gravel, grading and treatment. We cannot do it al at
once. We encourage individual property owners outside the
current scope that would like to have road treatment done
by their property to coordinate with our new roads chair-
man, Bob Poole. More information is published in the
Newsletter along with Bob's contact info. Sky Meadows
will provide invoicing for this activity.

Kittitas County Fire Marshal, Brenda Larsen and Firefighters D.J. Evans and Kay -
Evans gave a presentation at the May Board meeting on how we as individual lot own-
ers and as a development can help reduce our firerisk. Prior to the meeting Brenda —
toured the devel opment and using the “Wildland Fire Risk and Hazard Severity Assess-
ment Form” gave us arating for the development. Unfortunately our score was169 with anything over 112 be-
ing EXTREME HAZARD. This assessment |ooks at means of access, road width, road condition, fire service
access, street signs, vegetation, topography, available fire protection and placement of gas and utilities. The
good news is that there are alot of things we can do to lower our hazard level. The Association has taken steps
in leading the way. We have had approximately 210 cubic yards of debris hauled away from the side of the
roads and will continue to remove more. For those curious ones that asked if this activity is being charged
against our roads fund, the answer isno. Instead of using the burn pile we are having homeowners Firewise
and put yard debrisin the lower parking lot to be hauled away.

The Fire Marshal explained that with our smaller lot sizes, it is very important for each ot to be Firewised.

If you clear debris from your lot and your neighbor does their lot, we will have a domino effect, thus decreas-
ing the fuel for afire. Help your neighbors, make it fun and let’ s work together to lower our fire hazard level.

To Firewise around your structure;

e No treesof branches should be hanging over any roof or within 10 feet of your structure.
(Y ou may remove these without board approval)

e All treeslimbed at least up to 10 feet high.
e Plants should be placed so that they are not touching.
e You should have a 30 foot perimeter around your structure. Remove dead wood and dense vegetation.

o Takeout “ladder fuels’-vegetation that serves as a link between the ground and trees (such as vine ma-
ple).
e Giveyourself added protection with “fuel breaks’ like gravel walkways.

o Store firewood away from the structure, fences
or decks.
