Meeting called to order at  9:00 AM  

1.Members Present: Trent Ely, Irene Burke, Bob

2. Members Absent: Dave Anderson   

3.Presidents Remarks:

 

1) Irene reported on the meeting last weekend that their 
was some confusion regarding the meeting being spe-
cific to the possibilities of purchasing property South of 
Sky Meadows owned by Elk Mountain Resort.  

4.Members Concerns:

 

1) Member asked about property that is for sale near 
Sky Meadows that has a well we could use. He stated 
that the well has significant output, that there are two 
lots for sale at a price of $185,000.00 per lot and that 
both lots would have to be purchased. He suggested that 
Sky Meadows purchase the property for water. Irene 
agreed to explore the possibilities. 
2) Members asked what occurred at the special meeting 
to discuss the Purchase of the Elk Mountain Resort.  

A) Bob Poole explained the implications that Sky  
Meadows is landlocked from Public Land access and  

at the mercy of neighboring property owners. So far  
the neighbors have been gracious and allowed winter  
access, but been closed the remainder of the year. It  
would be a miracle to have this situation last and as  
the properties are sold over time it is likely our ac- 
cess will be jeopardized and lost. The 54 acres to the  
south is currently for sale and many members would  
like Sky Meadows to buy it to preserve/gain year  
round access to LT Murray. The special meeting was  
called to discuss this with the members.  
B) Steve and Bob Poole explained that there are  
other options than buying the property which will be  
explored if the membership does not approve the  
purchase. That it is the duty of the board to first al- 
low the members to decide whether it is in their in- 
terest  to attempt to purchase the property. 

3) It was asked if purchasing another portion of prop-
erty bordering Sky Meadows might be more feasible. 
4) The Board Thanked Nancy Exe, Elk Mountain Re-
sort, Jackson Timber Company, and the Randlett’s for 
allowing their property roads to be open and groomed in 
the winter. 
5) A concern was expressed regarding the private prop-
erty gates being closed in the summer due to the lack of 
fire escapement. 
6) A concern was mentioned that correspondence was 
not detailed in the minutes. The board explained that 
correspondence is not necessarily part of the meeting. 
There was consensus that value added information will 
be summarized in the newsletter. It was reported by the 
board that all letters are kept in a file in the office. 
7) A letter was read regarding lack of support toward 
purchasing property and favorable support to housing a 
fire truck.

The Treasurer 
reported that she will follow up with him.

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Short-circuiting a wildfire 
Rural landowner applies 'Firewise'  ways to reduce wildfire risks

Dale DeGour two years ago took a close look at the Sky Meadows Ranch development and envi-
sioned a devastating, fast-moving wildfire engulfing the 660 acres of wooded Cascade foothills 
southeast of Cle Elum — a fire that could destroy cabins and homes and threaten lives. 

DeGour had already started to make his Sky Meadows lot more safe from the spread of wildfire 
after he purchased it seven years ago. 

He cut lower limbs from trees on his property, picked up plant debris and brush from the ground 
and cleared an area around the site where he would build his cabin, a site away from trees and 

overhanging limbs. 

DeGour of Covington began construction two years ago and now has a 1,500-square-foot cabin nestled at an elevation of 
about 3,000 feet on Scull Springs Road four miles southeast of Cle Elum. 

And two years ago, as a member of the Sky Meadows property owners' association board, he became the development's fire 
and safety chairman. 

That's when he looked at homes, cabins and roads with a critical eye to what encourages sweeping fire storms. He started 
promoting what is called Fire-wise practices to reduce the risk of wildfire damage. 

Don't wait 

"It seems as though people only really seriously respond to a problem until after there's a disaster, like a huge fire," DeGour 
said earlier this week. "I'm mostly a proactive kind of guy that wants to get prepared before something bad happens. 

"You don't want to wait to Firewise your property when the fire is coming at you. By then it's too late." 

Firewise is a national organization that promotes building construction and landscape practices that can reduce the severity of 
wildfires moving through rural home sites and lessen the damage they do to property. The effort to "Firewise the area," he said, is 
now even more critical as more houses, cabins and other structures are going up in more remote, rural areas of Kittitas 
County that are subject to periodic wildfires. 

DeGour talked to Kittitas County Fire Dist. 7 (rural Cle Elum) Chief Russ Hobbs and Kittitas County Fire Marshal Brenda Larsen about the 
Firewise program and picked up literature and went online for information. 

His goal now is to encourage the 340 property owners at Sky Meadows to "Firewise" their lots and the more than 200 structures within the 
development. 

"Sometimes all it takes is talking to the owner and pointing out a few things he can do," DeGour said. "The whole idea is to reduce the fuel 
that fires need; if a fire comes, you want! burn low and slow to give firefighters time to control it and keep it out of the trees and structures." 

Projects 

Some of activities he has been a part of include: 

A Sky Meadows community Firewise pile has been developed in a parking lot near the entrance to the community. The pile is where 
plants, shrubs, pine needles, leaves, branches and limbs can be taken that have been removed from lots, rather than burning it in 
open fires. The vegetative matter is periodically taken away for composting or chipping. This reduces open burning on the lots and the 
risk of starting a wildfire, and decreases the burnable fuel on the ground — the fuel that makes wildfires move faster, burn hotter and 
spread wider 

Assisted neighbors to create a cleared "defensible" space around their structures — at a minimum of 30 feet — into which fire won't 
spread. This includes clearing ground, keeping overhanging limbs at least 10 feet away from gutters, moving firewood away from struc-
tures and cutting low limbs from trees. Removing low limbs from the ground up to seven feet prevents fire from using them as a "ladder" 
that will torch a tree, making the fire hotter and spread faster.

DeGour, his wife and another couple recently removed low limbs from 60 trees in a meadow area within the development. 

 
The association has begun an effort to remove old logging slash piles within the development with the aid of state grants connected  
to Firewise programs. DeGour will apply for more grants to continue debris removal in 2008. 

 
Encourage homeowners to solidly enclose the area under their porches to keep embers from burning homes. 

Goals 

DeGour hopes to make Sky Meadows part of a counrywide Firewise Community to reach more rural homeowners with information and 
the means to make changes around their structures. 

The program also advises how new homes or cabins can be initially planned and built with risk-reducing materials and techniques. 

"There are a lot more Cabins and homes in Sky Meadows, now, and more are coming," DeGour said. "The risk of serious damage from fires 
has really grown. It's everyone's responsibility to Firewise."  

                                                                                                                                                       
                                    

            

Tips on dealing with bees  

How to keep bees away 
Remove all containers like buckets that attract the bees.  

Ensure that there are no open windows or holes in the walls of your house from where                                                                
bees could enter. 

Hang a few mothballs in a socks or pantyhose in your yard as it repels bees. 

Hang a bee catcher (found in home improvement /garden stores)   

If you find a nest 

Do not disturb a nest in anyway. Do not make any loud noises. Do not breathe on the nest or on a hornet. 

Stay back from the nest. Do not bother a hornet who is trying to go to its nest. Do not disturb the air by moving your 
hands or arms around. 

Do not break a hornet’s nest. It is much safer in one piece. Find the exact spot and spray spectracide or other insect 
killing poison at night. Keep silent at the time of spraying. Also wear tight protective clothes so that the bees do not 
bite you.   

If you get stung 
Take an over the counter medication, such as Tylenol or aspirin and  Benadryl. 

Apply an ice pack. 

Soak a cotton ball in bleach and rub it on the site. Don’t get it near your eyes or mouth, or on your clothing. 

Run a tea bag under warm water and then place it on the site for about a minute. 

Rub a rhubarb leaf on the sting site. 

Hornet sting sites are alkali, so treating them with an acid has been reported to stop the stinging. Lemon juice or vine-
gar poured over the site may relieve the pain. 

Rub the juice of a clove of garlic or meat tenderizer over the sting. 

A fresh slice of onion placed over the site should make the swelling go down. 

Smokeless tobacco placed on the skin and covered with a paper towel should stop the pain. 

Try toothpaste smeared onto the area where you were stung.

Last month we announced the forming of the Central Washington ATV Association and included an         
application form. It was great to have some of you join and support promoting the ATV/ORV sport. A website is under development 
with links to key maps and information on our sport. We will inform you when it is on line.  

The past few weeks members of the association have been meeting with DNR and the Cle Elum Ranger District of the U.S. Forest 
Service. The goal in working with these departments is to open up more riding area for ATV/ORV and link roads and trails creating 
looping routes for various skill levels to ride.  

In Kittitas County the current Cle Elum Ranger District proposal adds approximately 7 miles of new 4x4/ATV trail and designates ap-
proximately 50 miles of mixed-use roads (open to street-legal and non-street-legal vehicles) allowing non-street legal motorcycles to 
tie from trail to trail and to give ATV riders that enjoy road riding some additional opportunities on National Forest land. This will all be 
contingent upon an engineering safety analysis of each proposed road and trail. Several of these proposed mixed-use roads tie into 
the existing green-dot system on State land where ATV riding is presently legal. In our local riding area of the Taneum / Manastash 
this is really important. There currently is not a lot of legal ATV riding. The proposal would open up a lot of miles of linked network. It 
will take a while to work through an approval process and we will keep you informed.  

When riding anywhere please be courteous and obey the rules established for the area you are riding whether you agree with them or 
not. Also please help police the proper use by others. How well we obey the rules will determine our future riding areas.  

As the association continues to grow there will be many exciting opportunities for you to participate with and enjoy. Feel free to con-
tact Steve Locati (509-929-4325, slocati@stewart.com), Bob or Robin Swenson (509-304-8554, happyrb2@hughes.net), or Gordon 
Scholl (gordonscholl@johnlscott.com), with any questions or suggestions you may have.
