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11.Water Report

1) The Sawmill 5000 gallon water tank replacement instal-
lation is planned for spring.

2) Grey and Osborne Engineering Contract has been termi-
nated regarding the foundation for the large tank at Saw-
mill. It has been determined that atank of thissizeis not
necessary for the Sawmill location. The engineering work
will be saved in the event the large tank which is now
stored on lot 53 is utilized in the future.

3) There was discussion regarding the ongoing cost of this
engineering work. It was requested that they give us ade-
tailed statement of percentage of work completed and costs
remaining to close out the contract.

4) 1t was decided to not continue bringing well #4a back on
line. At acost of $2500 the output of thiswell of 1500 gal-
lons per day which history and logs show reduces the out-
put of well #4 accordingly cannot be justified.

5) Expanding the footprint of the pump house in the lower
meadow to encompass the outside in ground tanksis on
hold until spring due to the winter weather.

6) The large Water tank which was originally purchased for
the Sawmill tank replacement was moved to be stored as it
was determined that it wasn’t necessary to expend the
amount of money necessary for the installation of that tank
at Sawmill. A smaller tank can be installed for approxi-
mately $3000 rather than spending the $25,000.00 to
$40,000.00 additional which would cost for the installation
of that tank.

7) We may have a buyer for the ozinator which is not being
utilized. Trent will follow up.

8) The mainline flow meter installations are being sched-
uled for the spring.

9) The main line on Gunther Loop isloosing an estimated
4,000 gallons per day. Thisis not anew problem; it has
been ongoing for several years. The project of replacing the
main supply line on Gunther Loop will be estimated and

the project priority will be evaluated in the spring.

10) It has been determined that Sky Meadows owned
Lot 17 Division 7 and Lot 18 Division 5 are not poten-
tial well sites due to the lack of areafor awell protec-
tion radius.

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Save Our Water

Maintaining the Sky Meadows water is everyone’s
responsibility. This past year we had several members who
received large water usage bills as a result of not turning off
their water and developing a leak. Most recently a member
had a bill of approximately $3000. That large of a bill can
ruin your day. Most leaks occur on the member’s side of the
meter. Per the covenants supply lines from the meter are
suppose to be 3/4 inches in diameter. A 3/4 inch line can
supply 5800 gallons of water per day. Failure to shut your
water off at the meter when leaving can be devastating
when a faucet or toilet leaks or a line breaks. Please do your
part and turn off your water at the meter when leaving for 24
hours or more.

Winter Driving Conditions

Winter always brings extremely icy conditions to

Sky Meadows roads. Prior to heavy snowfall

and the roads barricaded at the upper parking

lot please use caution. Our roads are narrow
with many steep hills and steep drop offs. There is no
room for error so do not take chances.

We have made special changes this year to
open up significantly more parking in the lower lot to
avoid the need for members to try and drive up the hill to
the lodge and upper lot. Four wheel drive is better in
winter conditions than two wheel drive but that does not
mean you should try to pull a trailer up the hill.

98036,
no later than March 1% 2008. The scholarship chair will arrange for judging of entries and will announce winner by mail
no later that May 1%, 2008.

In turn the winner will be placed into the competition with the winners from other clubs for a chance to win an
additional $1500.00 from the WASSA Scholarship Fund. In turn the winner of the WASSA will be placed into compe-
tition with winners from other state snowmobile associations for a chance to win an additional scholarship of $1000.00
from Western Chapter group. The winner of WCS will be announced at International Snowmabile Congressin July.
