A gquorum was present
and the meeting was called to order at 8:57am.

3. Presidents Remarks:

1) Thanksto al the volunteers for the work they did to
accomplish these projects: Pool Fencing-Ralph
Munson, Vern Wood, and Colin Ferrin.

1) Motion Peggy/Poole to approve the April minutes,
Unanimous

5. Caretaker’s Report:

Kris Johnson gave the caretakers report.

1) Water System Report: Evergreen Rural Water Re-
sources will be here on June 2 to test for leaks on Gun-
ther Loop.

2) Harold requested Kristo report that he repaired a
leak on Gunther Loop in the pressurized line that feeds
the upper Taneum tank.

3) Krisreported that the insulation around the valve at
the Taneum tank will be improved since it froze last
winter.

6. Architectural Chairman Report
1) Confirmation Architectural Control & Land Use
Policy;

a) Motion Collin/Peggy to confirm approval of
the Architecture and Land Use Policy. Unani-
mous
2) Architectural Activity Report; Collin reported that
he has several requests for architectura approvals.

7. Water Chairman Report
1) Electronic Meter Reading (Fire Fly) validation with
3 cities;
a) Trent reported that the municipalities he
checked with which use the Firefly system
reported that they are very happy withit. All
of the municipalities he contacted were happy
with the product, the system results, tech sup-
port and software.
2) Sawmill Tank Replacement; the Sawmill replace-
ment tank is on order at a cost of $2,180.00
3) Well Plan for 1C1: Trent reported the possible ne-
cessity to have our water system completed by October
of 2010. Our water rights documents will be further
investigated to verify this.
a) Discussion occurred regarding the goal to
drill the well with agoal of producing 7 - 10
gallons per minute to meet our ten year pro-
jected needs.
b) Trent is still working on quotes for drilling.
¢) Motion Swenson/Poole to authorize the ex-
penditure of up to $35,000.00 to drill the well
on Lot 1C1. Unanimous.
4) Confirmation of Water Service Upgrade Policy;
a)Motion Trent/Colin to confirm the water
allocation policy. Unanimous
5) Water Upgrade Approvals; Trent reported that we
have 6 new upgrade requests to approve at thistime.
The increased usage would be within our allocation
amounts.
a)Motion Seve/Peggy to approve the 6 current
upgrade applications. Unanimous
b) This meeting is the conclusion of the open
time period to approve water upgrade applica-
tions for the current year. Applications for up-
grades will still be accepted. The next discus-
sion regarding water upgrade approvals will
occur at the September meeting.
6)Discussion regarding the Gunther Loop Water Line
Repairs Needed;
a) Trent stated that thereisalot of disagree-
ment about the priorities this year and that the
Gunther Loop line has alot of problems. Until
money is available for the possible replacing
of that line, we should make an effort to repair
it.
b) There was discussion regarding the efforts
to find leaks on that line. The board has re-
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quested numerous times that the Caretaker have
flow meters or valvesinstalled in the main line
to attempt to isolate sections to determine if the
leaks can be located. There has been no action
taken on this.
¢) Motion Poole/Trent to install, strategically
placed, up to 4 shut off valves on the Gunther
Loop main line to attempt to isolate the system
to find the leak. Unanimous
7) Trent brought up for discussion the water billing pol-
icy and adesire to place a cap on the water charges.
Several members have had water leaks the last couple
of years that amount to huge water usage charges.
a) Mation Trent /Kristo place a $1,250.00 limit
on water bills retroactive to last year until the
firefly systemisinstalled and that the firefly
system be fully funded this year.
b) Much discussion occurred on the merits of
this and the fact that no water districts forgive
billings and that after aleak has been discov-
ered and the water |osses have occurred exceed-
ing the limit that the motivation to repair before
the next billing period occurs.
¢) Discussion regarding the real solution is
funding the electronic meter reading system this
year. This system provides a continual live data
feed to the computer and locations of |eaks can
be detected quickly for repair and minimal wa-
ter loss.
Vote on motion. Unanimous.

8. Roads and Parking:
1) Equipment — Groomer Procurement Plan;$5,871 in
donations have been pledged so far to the Groomer
fund. Sky Meadows also has the old Thiokol groomer to
sell which adds to the fund. Fund raising will continue.
The groomer Bob Poole islooking at is $35,000.00 and
will be perfect for Sky Meadows Ranch for many years.
Bab Pooleis considering purchasing the machine and
offering to Sky Meadows on a lease option basis since
Sky Meadows does not have al the funding in cash at
this point.
a) Moation Poole/Steve that Sky Meadows enters
into a lease option to purchase the groomer for
$35,000.00 plusinterest accrued by Poole at
an expense of up to $1,000.00 per year. Unani-
mous.
2) Update-Casassa Road Paving; Poole prefaced that the
dust control is going to be even more expensive due to
the cost of oil. Each year thousands of dollars are spent
on graveling and treating upper Casassa road to Sky
Meadows Drive. Over several years paving will save

money and provide a much cleaner environment enter-
ing Sky Meadows Ranch and around the lodge and
common areas. Currently two members are offering to
pay $30,000.00 toward paving the road in exchange for
an easement along the easterly 20 feet of the upper
meadow. The grantees of the easement are also willing
to complete the fencing of the upper meadow aong the
east side.
a) Motion Svenson/Peggy to approve Bob
Poole to complete a plan for funding options to
pave Casassa Road. Unanimous
3) Spring / Summer Road Servicing Plan; Dust control
will occur as soon as possible. Bob will coordinate the
dust control applications again this year. The associa
tion will not provide as much dust control thisyear in
favor of spending funds for permanent paving of the
entrance. Again individuals are encouraged to apply
dust control on the roadways around their properties.
Please contact Bob if you desire dust control.

10. Buildings and Grounds:

1) Corral Policy; Kris read the corral policy draft. An
amendment was made to include that horse owners have
aperson on site at Sky Meadows that is responsible for
their animals.
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Part of this proposal includes fencing that will be ad-
vantageous in the winter to allow membersto park
snowmobilesin a more secure area.
a) Mation Krig/Peggy to approve Corral Policy
as written subject to conformation at a future
meeting. Unanimous
2)Spring & Summer Projects
a) Meadow clean up was partially completed.
b) Pool fencing is done.
¢) Pool decking project is under way.
d) Sky Meadows Weather Station and Security
Cameras are installed. There are four video re-
corded cameras installed, one inside the lodge
and 3 on Casassa Road and toward the upper
parking lot. The Weather Station is operational
on line with our web site skymeadowsranch.org
and will include a user manipulated camera
soon.
€) Replacing of fencing around the lodge has
been added as a project goal to plan for in the
future.
f) Re-grading of the hill sides below the lodge
parking area and the area on the North side of
lower meadow is being planned.
g) Motion Peggy/Pool to authorize up to $2000
from the projects budget for the re-grading,
improvement of the middle parking lot and the
safety bermin the lower meadow Unanimous.

11. Fire and Safety:
1) Dale reported that we received a DNR grant approval
of up to $14,845. Thisis a matching funds grant and we
need members to report amount of time or money they
have spent cleaning, branching and fire-wising lots.
This grant is good through 2010.
2) The Kittitas County Conservation District has com-
mitted $10,000 for usto use for brush removal and
hauling of brush from the lower lot.
3) Burning Control Policy; Dale read the proposed Fire
Control Policy for discussion. It was agreed that the
policy be amended to include the burn restrictions
guidelines information set forth.
a) Motion Dale/Peggy to approve Fire Control
Policy with the addition of the above and clari-
fication that fires must be completely extin-
guished before member’ s leave. Unanimous
3) Fire Truck & Volunteers; The Fire District has again
extended an offer to store afire truck at Sky Meadows
for the summer. Thedistrict is requesting two volun-
teersto train asfire fighters to operate the truck as a
first response. The board will discuss the requirements

and request volunteers.

12. Member Input:

1)Member requested that dead trees on Rodeo road be
removed as part of the Firewise project.

2)A member asked whether a gate could be installed at
the entrance. The board reported that we haven’t been
successful in doing so in the past because of the public
dedication issue but that it is a viable option that we
may look into further in the future.

3)A member asked if we have signs from Willette's
towing to install. They were directed to the caretaker.

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Security

The survey information taken last spring showed 86% believe security is an issue the board needed to ad-
dress. Each year we predominantly experience theft situations. This occurs on private properties as well as
common grounds such as the lodge, upper parking lot and meadow. There is no 100% solution and members
are encouraged to continuously be aware and look out for each othersinterests by noticing irregular activities.
Last winter we had 2 snowmobiles stolen, 1 truck full of tools and alarge ticket item that UPS had delivered
inside the lodge. We know there is more than this to report, but are not attempting to capture everything, we
just want to point out afew of the large items.

The board has taken some action the past few monthsin an effort to shore up security;

¢ Four security cameras and adigital video recorder have been installed to monitor Casassa Road and Sky
Meadows Drive intersection, the upper parking lot and inside the lodge / UPS drop off area. The precise
locations and zoom of these cameras will be refined as needed. Obviously the intent isto read license
plates and pick up persona images of individuals. The recorder will continuously record for over a month
before looping and starting over. Please let board members know if you experience a security issue. We
may just be able to catch the culprit or culprits.

¢ The board has worked for months on a Corra Policy. The intent was to put in place a policy that would be
safe and secure for horses and enhance the appeal of the common areas for all to enjoy. We are pleased that
the policy also has addressed added security for winter snowmobiles. The Corral Policy calls for complet-
ing the fencing of the upper meadow around and above the upper parking lot with a couple of gatesinto the
meadow from the upper lot. This makes the storage of snowmobilesinside afenced / closed areathat will
only be open to members. Aswith any change there will be afew details to work out along the way but it
will make it significantly more difficult to steal a snowmobile. Due to the amount of fencing required it is
not anticipated that this will be complete by this winter. If anyone would like to donate funds to this cause
please contact a board member.

Sawmill Water Tank Replacement

On the upper southwest portion of the development there is an old 5000 gallon water tank. Many of you
have never seen thistank asit is tucked away in the upper corner of Sky Meadows. This tank supplies water to
48 properties around that area. The association has been told for many years by the health department that this
tank needed to be replaced. We have passed the deadline the health department gave us for this replacement.
An attempt was made to replace this tank with alarger one a couple years ago but do to significant installation
and hook up costs that plan was set aside. Analysis proved that the 5000 gallon tank was more than adequate in
size to satisfy the 48 members including significant property development. The new tank and installation costs
were quite reasonable.

Late last fall the Board approved the purchase of a new 5000 gallon fresh water tank from American Tank
Company. Trent ordered the tank at a cost of less than $2200. This tank is now ready for pickup at the distribu-
tor in Washougal, WA. The sizeis 102" in diameter and 150" tall (the same basic size and shape as the current
tank). Colin Ferrin volunteered to pick the tank up in the next week or so. It will be installed on the same pad
asthe old tank with minimal plumbing changes. We will bring you installation information at a later time.
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New Well on Lot 1C1

During the winter of 2007 the Board authorized the sale of an association parcel of land to our caretakers
for $25,000. This parcel isLot 1 of Block C of Division 1. This sale was the culmination of a promise made
to the caretakers by several prior Association Boards. Thislot was considered to be a potential well site and
being on the extreme west end of the development offered a good potential of hitting a different water source
than exists in the lower meadow. In the sale the board reserved an easement right to drill awell within 3
years. When the association exercises the well easement the price of the sale of the lot is reduced to $10,000.

With our water supply not adequate to sustain growth within Sky Meadows Ranch the board all aong has
planned to exercise the well easement and drill a new well on this parcel. In recognizing that it may take a
year or so to bring this new well on line if decent water flow is discovered the board decided to act this sum-
mer to drill for the water. Water system capital funding is used for drilling and bringing on line anew well.
Bids are currently in process.

The board has established a projected annual growth model to determine the additional future water pro-
duction requirements. While one can argue various figuresit at least provides a model for targeting future
water needs.

Weather Station

Our weather station, KWACLEELS, is operational now and can be viewed by clicking the icon on the face
of our website homepage (if the icon does not automatically show you may have to hit the “Refresh” symbol
on your browser). It will provide you with live weather information at the lodge, temperature, wind speed, wind
direction, dew point, barometric pressure and rainfall. It graphs weather history and will provide a forecast for
the area. It is linked into Weather Underground a live world wide weather network with endless weather surf-
ing for you. You can check the current weather conditions at virtually anywhere in the world.

When we complete the electronic installation of our Pan-n-Tilt camera you will be able to view the area and
control the camera live. It is our intent to focus a camera on a measuring stick for the winter snowfall data nor-
mally measured and posted by hand on the website during the winter months.

We hope you enjoy these features. We know how handy it is for most of you who travel on weekends to
recreate at Sky Meadows Ranch when you know precise weather conditions in advance.



Firewise Information

We received 2 grants this year to apply toward Firewising Sky Meadows. The first is a $10,000 grant from the Kittitas County Con-
servation District. This grant has to be expended before November 1 this year. We will start removing root balls and slash piles that
have collected around the development starting June 30th as well as picking up the Firewise pile located in the lower parking lot. The
second grant is from DNR for up to $14,845. This is a 50/50 matching grant. What that means is we can earn up to $14,845 if we ex-
pend $14,845 worth of money and labor. The DNR grant is good through 2010.

We need everyone’s help to collect the data necessary to justify the full amount of the DNR grant. If you have done any firewising
from the end of last summer to now and as you continue the effort this year please take the time to provide Dale Degour the following
information; Name, SM lot and DIV #, Phone #, amount of hours spent per individual on thinning, pruning and slash removal. We are
also allowed to include the cost of gas for your vehicle to and from your home to SM and any fees paid for services to have your prop-
erty cleared or firewised. We earn $20 for every hour worked toward the grant. There is a lot of hard work being done each week, let's
earn every dollar we can. Email Dale at Tweety1l76@aol.com or complete the form below and send it to him. This is a great opportu-
nity to take advantage of grant money to remove fire fuels from SM. Take a good look around your structures and firewise them. You
can haul your debris down to the Firewise pile.

We have scheduled a work party on Saturday June 14th dedicated to Firewising some of the common property areas. Volunteers
are to meet at the lodge at 9:00am with chain saws, trimmers, gloves and trailers. We will be removing debris from SM owned lot, Div
5 lot 18 and cleaning up the treed area around the lower parking lots.

Tips for Firewising Your Property

Remove dead or overhanging branches.

Remove leaf/pine needles from your yard.(Rake up and dispose of each year).

Remove leaf/pine needles from roof .

Remove “ladder fuels”. Prune tree limbs so that the lowest branch is 6 —10 feet from the ground.

Remove tall dry grasses.

Check your generator and/or hose to be sure that it is in good repair. Refuel garden equipment carefully.( Away from dry grasses).
¢ Prune bushes and shrubs regularly. Dispose of debris accordingly. When a burn ban is on, hire someone to haul it away.

You are responsible for helping cut down the risk of fire by “firewising” your lot.

Paving Casassa

Every year $4000 to $5000 or more is spent on gravel and dust control of our entrance road, Casassa, up to Sky
Meadows Drive. Even with this level of spending the road gets wash board bumps and creates a horrendous amount of
dust. Over the years we have spent enough money on this road to have paved it multiple times. A few years ago, 2005,
the board looked into paving and at that time decided not to do so as we did not have funding in hand. Since that time
we have spent approximately $14,000 on it and still have the same current road condition as we did then plus we are
facing spending another $4,000 at minimum on it this year. Paving was discussed briefly again last summer and put off
for review until this spring. Besides the actual expenses incurred there are a lot or volunteer hours that go into prepping
this road and arranging for gravel and treatment. Last year alone Bob Poole and Bob Swenson spent 2 days each hand
raking and arranging for gravel, grading, watering, compact rolling and applying dust control to this section of road.

The Board is taking an aggressive approach to stop the bleeding of funds on this section of road and create a perma-
nent fix. The Board has obtained one estimate for paving the road and is in the process of obtaining another. Two prop-
erty owners have stepped forward and volunteered over half the funding for an easement to get to their property within
the tree line on the east edge of the upper meadow. This is a generous offer and will allow us to complete the paving this
summer with the remaining funds that the association has in the roads budget. The board at the recent meeting author-
ized Bob Poole to continue working down the path toward the permanent paving solution and bring the complete plan
forward at the June meeting for approval.

sky Meadows Groomer Replacement

The snow has melted but the snow groomer replacement effort continues. The plan has been to replace the 1972
groomer with a used groomer in the mid 1990's vintage. So far $6,259.50 in donations have been pledged. Bob Poole
has secured the purchase of Denny Moriarty’s blue 1993 BR400 Bombardier groomer from its current owner Don May.
The price is $35,000. Sky Meadows will enter into a 3 year lease to purchase option for the groomer from The Poole’s for
the $35,000 figure. The lease would be approximately $1000 per year.

Volunteer fund raising will continue and our 1972 Thiokol will be offered for sale with the proceeds going toward the
newer groomer. At the conclusion of fund raising and the sale of the 1972 Thiokol we anticipate approximately $15,000
to $20,000 that Sky Meadows will be responsible for over a 3 year time period. This figure is projected within current an-
nual budgeting without any increase of costs to members.

Road Sur f ace Tr eat ment —bust Control

During June we will be applying a layer of asphalt material to control the dust and begin a layering process for
building up our roads. The road areas planned to be treated at this time will be around the back of the lodge to As-
pen Springs Road, down Aspen Springs Road to Rodeo Road, also Sky Meadows Drive out Eastgate and Pumphouse
Hill.

The treatment material is messy for a few days, but the results will be worth it. The best approach is to not drive
on it or drive slow. If you walk on it be sure to check your shoes before wearing them in doors. Cleaning can be ac-
complished with any tar removal product. It can be removed from cars with WD40 or Bug and Tar Remover. For
cloth or carpeting, it can be removed with Go-Jo or other “orange” based cleaners.

This activity is part of the road servicing plan that was adopted in December 2006. Many of you are outside the ar-
eas noted for treatment at this time. Our plan will reach further into the development over a few years. We do en-
courage lot owners outside the current treatment area to participate at their expense and have the material applied in
front of their properties. The dust treatment works best when applied on a compacted gravel base. Gravel can be ap-
plied for $1.50 per foot on a 10 foot wide spread. Asphalt emulsion dust control is .70 per foot. Gravel base and dust
control emulsion for 100 feet will cost $220 + tax. Dust control treatment only for 100 feet will cost $70 + tax. If you
wish to participate please contact the Roads Chairman, Bob Poole (253) 332-9713 or email Bob at
(roberthpoole@comcast.net) prior to June 15 so he can have your area treated at the same time the rest of the job is
done and you can take advantage of the cost reduction. You may wish to apply a little crushed rock prior to treatment.
No money is needed from you at this time for the treatment. The Association will bill you separately in the July time
frame for the road treatment that you have requested.

This is the information Bob will need to follow through with your request:

1. Your Name and contact number.

2. Your Division and Lot Number.

3. How many feet you wish to have (treated. gravel +treatment or just dust treatment)

4. If you are coordinating with neighbors and are the spokesperson be aware that you will receive the bill for all and
have to do your own collection.

5. Mark the roadway with a spray can line a few feet long where you want the treatment to start and an arrow as to
the direction for the treatment.
