A Note from the Board of Trustees

We experienced a difficult month dealing with the “SMAC" challenge
of illegally taping a board meeting, sending out erroneous minutes and dis-
seminating information to many of you that was questionable asto the in-
tent. Numerous members were upset about this activity by “SMAC” and
some are contemplating their options of action toward this group who ap-
peared to act anonymously. All of this caused a significant amount of anxi-
ety and confusion with membersincluding us.

The Board took this situation seriously and enlisted legal assistance.
There were clearly laws broken and the intent is viewed as a malicious at-
tempt to undermine the authority of the Board of Trustees.

At the normal monthly meeting held June 21 alarge turnout was pre-
sent. While thisis wonderful to have so many attend the meeting it was
very disruptive and disrespectful with the pre-load of anxiety created by
“SMAC". It was, from the board members perspective, an old fashion
lynch mob and the worst showing of support for the community that this
board has had to deal with. The meeting lasted until after 3:30 in the after-
noon and by that time all of us wanted to give up trying to make Sky
Meadows a better place and several just plain wanted to sellout as quickly
as possible and never set foot again at Sky Meadows.

The vast majority of the people attending did not attend the prior meet-
ing and have not participated in Sky Meadows community improvement
volunteer activities this year and yet spoke as though prior board minutes
and actions were incorrectly done, the board was a dictatorship, informa-
tion has not been shared correctly, inferred dishonesty challenging integ-
rity of board members and challenged the board’ s authority.

This board would like al of you to know that we respect each and
every one of you and we work very hard to ensure you have a great place
to live and recreate. We all love Sky Meadows as the beautiful and serene
setting that it is and strive to keep it that way. We are passionate about
making improvements and putting managerial plans in place that will keep
Sky Meadows safe, secure and fiscally healthy for many yearsinto the fu-
ture.

Each of usincluding our volunteer that does the newsletter and website
puts in between 10 and 50 hours of volunteer effort each week plus per-
sonal expense that sometimes is significant on your behalf. We do not ex-

The meeting of the Board of Trustees of Sky Meadows
Ranch was held in the lodge. A guorum was present
and the meeting was called to order at 9:00am.

1. Board M embers Present: Bob Swenson, Colin Fer-

2. Board Members Absent: Kris Johnson

3. Presidents Remarks:

1) Performance Evaluation Process Confirmation
a) Moation Peggy Locati/Colin Ferrin to approve
Performance Evaluation Process Confirmation.
Unanimous

4. Minutes:
1) Minutes Approval
a) Motion Poole/Peggy to approve the minutes with
a correction that reference to the DNR firewise
grant stated as a matching grant and it should have
been stated as a 50% matching grant. Unanimous.
2) Unauthorized / Erroneous Minutes: There were erro-
neous minutes sent out by a group of individuals repre-
senting themselves by the acronym SMAC. This action,
according to counsel, included illegally taping of our
meeting without consent and illegal assumption of cor-
porate powers. We will discuss legal remedies and ac-
tions which we may take in response to thisin our ex-
ecutive session.

Casassa Road. Bob Poole reported that one of the
adjoining members to the meadow easement area
took exception to it so he is considering the issue as
not being acceptable at thistime.
b) Bob Poole discussed the Casassa road improve-
ment project. He is proposing a 22 foot wide paved
road be made with a 20 foot strip along side to exist
for ORV and snowmobile use and winter snow re-
moval. Thiswill keep snowmobiles and quads out
of the road area and out of the meadow.

5) Potential Sale of Lot 17: The board discussed a pro-
posal to offer for sale ot 17 to build alarger reserve
fund for water system projects. Harold reported that the
pump house on that lot may actually already bein the
road easement. Trent explained that ot 17 is the most
likely lot to sell asit is not a potential well site.
a) Bob Poole explained that selling alot to help ac-
complish the procurement of the Firefly system was
aworthy venture since this system is so important to
our community.

Swenson explained that they are 2 separate
issues at this point and that we are till interested in
completing the task of getting the land back that Sky
Meadows deeded to the Fire District years ago.

4) A member representing SMAC made a presentation
and supplied a packet to each board member about con-
ducting a Reserve Study. She asked for the 9" position
on the board to be areserve study position and asked to
be that 9™ person.

problem. It was brought up that the board has done con-
siderably mare planning the past 2 years than many
prior years and that the planning information is shared
during meetings.

Firewise Information

On Saturday June 14 a group gathered in the lower parking lot to begin Firewising
our wooded area that adjoins the parking lot. A significant amount of progress was
made and of course there is more to do. If you are willing to help with this continued
effort and others in regard to firewising our common grounds please contact Dale De-
Gour. Thank you to our volunteers: Alan Scharf, Duane DuVall, Dale DeGour, Bob &
Robin Swenson.

We received 2 grants this year to apply toward Firewising Sky Meadows. The first
is a $10,000 grant from the Kittitas County Conservation District. This grant has to be
expended before November 1 this year. We will start removing root balls and slash
piles that have collected around the development starting June 30th as well as picking
up the Firewise pile located in the lower parking lot. The second grant is from DNR for
up to $14,845. This is a 50% matching grant. What that means is we can earn up to
$14,845 if we expend $29,690 worth of money and labor. The DNR grant is good
through 2010.

We need everyone’s help to collect the data necessary to justify the full amount of
the DNR grant. If you have done any firewising from the end of last summer to now
and as you continue the effort this year please take the time to provide Dale Degour
the following information; Name, SM lot and DIV #, Phone #, amount of hours spent
per individual on thinning, pruning and slash removal. We are also allowed to include
the cost of gas for your vehicle to and from your home to SM and any fees paid for
services to have your property cleared or firewised. We earn $20 for every hour
worked toward the grant. There is a lot of hard work being done each week, let's earn
every dollar we can. Email Dale at Tweetyl76@aol.com or complete the form below
and send it to him. This is a great opportunity to take advantage of grant money to
remove fire fuels from SM. Take a good look around your structures and firewise them.

It's that time of year that you need to spray for noxious

weeds. A reminder that if the County has to come out

and treat the weeds for you, you will be charged for it.

e Knapweed Rosette to early bolt stage is most vulnerable to herbicides making spring or early summer the best time
to treat knapweed. Treat plants before flower bloom to be most effective. Flowering plants may require mowing to
prevent seed production but re-growth will occur. Plant re-growth can be effectively treated with herbicides. Follow-
up treatments may be required for missed plants and reintroductions. Fall spraying with residual herbicides can also
be very effective for knapweed control. Hand pulling can be effective for smaller populations.

e Canada Thistle-Treat in early bud stage and when re-growth reaches 6-8 inches. Well established stands of this per-
ennial may have an extensive root system requiring repeated herbicide applications. Fall applications with residual
herbicides can be very effective in discouraging re-growth the following year.

“Roundup” is effective in killing all weeds & grass.
“Weedmaster” kills just the weeds.
